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HIV Disease: represents all new diagnoses with HIV 
infection regardless of the stage of disease. 

 

AIDS: persons with HIV disease who have one of the 
following: 

 - a CD4+ count less than 200 or  

 - CD4+ percentage less than 14% or  

 - one of the 27 AIDS-defining illnesses. 

 

HIV Disease and AIDS Surveillance Data 

HIV+ persons are reported to surveillance systems twice: once at 
initial diagnosis and again at AIDS diagnosis. 



Incidence: the number of new cases of HIV in a 
specified time period. 

 -  ex. 396 HIV disease cases were diagnosed in the Memphis 
TGA in 2011. 

 

Incidence rate: Number of new cases of HIV 
expressed per unit of population. 

 - ex. 30.1 HIV disease cases per 100,000 people were 
diagnosed in the Memphis TGA in 2011. 

 

 
 

General Epidemiology: Incidence 

HIV incidence helps us understand how HIV is spreading now and how 
to more effectively focus prevention efforts. 



Prevalence: the proportion of a population known 
to be living with HIV or AIDS. 
ïTypically expressed as a percentage of the population 

at a point in time. 
ïex. 7,856 PLWHA in the Memphis TGA as of December 

31, 2011 (0.60% of the total TGA population).  
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General Epidemiology: Prevalence 

Prevalence provides a snapshot of the burden of infection in a given 
population and helps us more effectively focus care efforts.
